independently

e always take ownership for completing any missed work

e often seek support and help prior to deadlines, when required

e ensure their independent learning impacts positively on their progress

e sometimes complete set independent learning tasks punctually and the work produced is of a variable
standard

e sometimes produce work that is incomplete or lacks effort

e produce work that can appear rushed and lacks care

e rarely take responsibility to extend their learning independently and often fail to take ownership for
completing any missed work

e do not often seek help and support prior to deadlines

e areinconsistent in independent learning and it does not always impact positively on their progress

¢ do not often complete set independent learning tasks, either satisfactorily or punctually

e produce work that appears rushed, lacks effort and care

e are not engaged in extending their learning independently and fail to take ownership for completing any
missed work.

e do not seek help and support prior to deadlines
